The Lester and Sally Entin Faculty of Humanities, Tel Aviv University, will award in
the academic year of 2018-2019 four post-doctoral fellowships of $32,000 each,
one in each of the following schools:

To distinguished scholars in all relevant fields of the humanities.

Candidates for the post-doctoral fellowships must present a letter from a faculty
member who is willing to serve as sponsor, explaining the way in which the
candidate will be actively involved in the current research activities of the faculty
member and of his/her graduate students. The candidacy will be considered
within the school to which the faculty member belongs.
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To be eligible, candidates must have received their PhD at an accredited
institution of higher learning no earlier than 1 October 2013 and no later than 1
October 2018. Holders of PhD degrees from Tel Aviv University are not eligible for
this fellowship.

Candidates are requested to submit documents affirming award of PhD, three
letters of reference from experts in their fields, a curriculum vitae, a writing
sample, a description of the work to be undertaken as fellows and an
endorsement from the faculty member with whom they will be working.

Recipients of the fellowship will be associated with the corresponding school in
the faculty and will report directly to the head of the school. They are expected to
reside in the Tel Aviv area during the entire period of the fellowship, and to
participate in the school’s seminar and activities, as stipulated by the school’s
head. They will also be allowed to teach a seminar for advanced students in the
faculty, in the field of their specialty.
